All Stars
Some of you have been asking about All- Stars. This meet is different than all the other meet, because the coaches do not pick who they want to enter.  The winner of each event in divisionals is invited by Pince Mont.  If that swimmer chooses not to go, the second place finisher is invited.  After that, Prince Mont invites the next 12 fastest swimmers in the whole league in each event.  Most of these swimmers are from the upper divisions. But we usually do have a handful of swimmers who make it in. We will probably not know who has made it to All Stars at the end of season party. If, you make it, Coach Stephanie will call you.  You can also check the Prince-Mont web site.  But be aware:  they initially list 12 alternates.  This gets cut to 4 alternates, who may make it in as swimmers scratch (declare they can not make the meet).  If you see an A next to your name, then you are an alternate.  It’s a bit confusing, if you are not sure please ask Coach Stephanie.
